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I have learned so much by doing this, as have the many people who 
have passed through, or visited this house. I have proved so many 
things to lots of people! Within a few hours, when I realised that the 
bulb in one room which I use a great deal, was costing me 2p an 
hour, I went and bought an energy saving one and put it on 
immediately. The meter didn’t move from the normal reading of 1.6. 

The very worst offender was the electric shower, followed by the
electric kettle at 30p an hour – now I think twice before that cup of 
tea! To burn 5 candle bulbs in the centre light costs 3p an hour - so I 
use a side light. The ‘normal Greenhouse gas’ was 0.1 kg but when 
the kettle is on, it is 3.00 kg. My unit costs are 10.9p.

I have been unable to do much more, as I have been ill, only with 
‘flu', but I had it badly!

I found it a very interesting trial and because I have been able to 
educate so many other people, I will be interested in having one of 
my own at some point.
