There are two opportunities to win a set of Pirelli Angel ST (2009) sport 
touring tyres.  
 
1 – Complete a short questionnaire. 
The first 2,000 visitors to the show will be handed a questionnaire (you can 
also download a copy and bring it with you to complete). All completed forms 
placed in the box next to the visitor entrance/exit (next to the Bikesafe stand) 
before 5pm on Sunday 9 May will be entered a free prize draw to win one set 
of Pirelli Angel ST tyres. You must complete section F (personal details) to be 
entered into the draw. 
 
2 – Sign up for a Warwickshire Bikesafe course. 
All riders who sign up at the show for a 1-day Rider Workshop with 
Warwickshire Bikesafe in 2010 will also be entered into a free prize draw to 
win a second set of Pirelli Angel ST tyres.
