Wellesbourne is a large village in Warwickshire
located on both banks of the River Dene.

During the July 2007 Floods the defences which
protect the town overtopped and flooded 70 properties
including a national heritage museum.

The town has suffered from flooding numerous times
in living memory including 1968 and 1998.

After the floods a survey was carried out on the
defences to identify any low spots in the defence.
Once this was complete a new river model was
commissioned. It was previously though the defences
provided a protected of 1.33% chance flood of
happening in any one year. From the new model the
defences provide a protection of less than 5% chance
of flooding in any one year.

Our preferred option is to raise the standard of
protection to 1% chance of happening in any one
year. This will be done by raising the existing defence
and providing a flood defence wall for the properties
along Willow Drive.

A partnership has been set up between Environment
Agency and Warwickshire County Council and
Stratford District Council to progress the
implementation of the scheme.
