· Children are supervised closely and regular meeting points are arranged to check on numbers, to ensure all the party can be accounted for

· Uniform or similar colour clothing to be worn

· Pupils are encouraged not to run, but to walk at all times

· Everyone is encouraged to wear sensible shoes if lots of walking is involved
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	· Supervision levels are defined following the OSA document guidelines

· First aid person is included in the party to deal with any minor injuries

· Emergency services are contacted if a major accident or incident occurs

	Walking around the Town or City (cont..)

Accessing buildings (e.g. Museums etc)
	· Lack of knowledge on area

	· Party getting lost or disorientated

· Panic

· Burns

· Death
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	· Route to be mapped out prior to visit taking place and map taken for any required deviation

· All members of the party are made aware of the fire procedure when they first enter the building

· Groups either have a guide or experienced member of Staff to support them
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	· When pre-booking visits, the venue is asked to send details of their emergency procedures and details on facilities for disabled persons and other persons with special needs to ensure all persons can be catered for.

· Specific risk assessment may be required for persons with special needs
