Proposed Shires Retail Park Access Improvement Scheme – Toucan Crossing Provision
Further to the public consultation exercise undertaken in March 2009, I am writing to inform you of the finalised proposals for the Shires Retail Park Access Improvement Scheme. 

Improvements will be made through the provision of new Toucan crossing and shared use foot/cycleway facilities. The scheme will assist both pedestrians and cyclist in crossing the busy roads of Queensway and Tachbrook Park Drive. It will also remove the need for cyclists to negotiate the busy Queensway and Tachbrook Park Drive roundabouts, when arriving from the north. I enclose a plan showing the finalised proposals for the location of the Toucan crossings and the complimentary shared use facilities on Queensway and Tachbrook Park Drive. 

Traffic modelling analysis has been undertaken to assess any potential negative impact of the proposals on the highway network in this area. The modelling has indicated that the proposals will not introduce any significant delay to the A452 mainline or surrounding areas during weekday periods. The proposals have also been subject to and satisfied an independent Road Safety Audit and the local County Councillor is in support of this scheme. It is proposed to begin construction of this scheme at the end of September 2009.
