Auricular (ear) acupuncture which can help to relax and detox, and helps to
reduce cravings.

Brief Interventions
One-to-one sessions once a week for up to 50 minutes at various locations. Up
to 4 sessions to look at current drug related issues.

Drop-In
Come along for help and support, we also provide needle exchange and
acupuncture.

Needle Exchange
We operate a needle exchange service, also offering harm reduction and use
management advice.
