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Do I Need Child Protection Awareness Training?
Do you have contact (including telephone contact) with children, young people or their parents or carers within my role?

Are you in a position where you may be able to identify if there are concerns about a child’s wellbeing?

Are you in a position where you may be called upon to give advice to families or colleagues who may disclose they have a concern about a child?

If the answer is no to the above questions – you do not currently require Child Protection Training for the purposes of your job. However, please read on as Safeguarding Children is Everyone’s Responsibility including members of the community. 

If the answer to any of the above is yes do you?
· Understand what is meant by safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and the different ways in which children and young people can be harmed?

· Understand the statutory duty to safeguard and promote the welfare of children?

· Know what to do if you or someone you know has concerns a child is at risk of harm?
· Understand the necessity for information sharing and accurate recording within the context of safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children
· Know when to share concerns with others and where to seek advice and support?
Are you:
· Familiar with the blue book (WSCB Interagency Child Protection Procedures)

Have you: 

· Accessed any Child Protection Awareness training in the past 3 years

If the answer is No to any of the above you may need to access Child Protection Training. Please speak to your manager in the first instance who can advise you where to access training
