Triple P Training for Practitioners
Primary Care (0 – 12 years) Training
The 3-day Primary Care / Seminar (0 – 12 years) Combined Course provides practitioners with the necessary skills to deliver Primary Care Triple P and Triple P Seminars to parents and carers of children aged 0 – 12 years.
The Primary Care Triple P training course is appropriate for practitioners who regularly offer advice and support to parents and carers of children aged 0 – 12 years.

On completion of this training practitioners will have knowledge and skills in the following areas:

· Early detection and effective management of child behaviour problems

· Core principles of positive parenting and behaviour change

· Specific positive parenting strategies for promoting children’s development

· Effective parenting consultation, including active skills training

· Identification of indicators suggesting more intervention is required and appropriate referral procedures.
Practitioners will be required to attend the 2-day training followed some weeks later by demonstration of knowledge and competence on programme delivery through a skills-based accreditation process. Practitioners will also be required to attend a pre-accreditation support group two weeks prior to their accreditation This will provide the opportunity to discuss any relevant issues and practice specific competencies with peers in preparation for demonstration of these competencies at their accreditation day.
